PLEASE TAKE NOTICE that as soon as counsel may be heard, the defendant NAMEOFJUVENILE, by her attorney Mackenzie Renner, will move the Honorable Anthony Milisauskas, pursuant to Rule §808.07(2) of the Wisconsin Statutes, for entry of an order staying proceedings in the trial court during the pendency of an appeal, based upon the following grounds:
1. On DATE, the Honorable JUDGE granted a waiver petition in CASENUMBER, giving this court jurisdiction to hear the above captioned case. 
2. Ms. NAMEOFJUVENILE appeared before Court Commissioner COMMISH on DATE, at which time the defense informed the court of its intention to file an interlocutory appeal under Wis. Stats. 808.03 (2).  A continued initial appearance/status hearing was set for July 31, 2014 at 1 p.m.
3. A petition for leave to file an interlocutory appeal under §808.03(2) will be filed with the Court of Appeals of Wisconsin, District Two.

4. The entry of the written order from Judge JUDGE triggers a 14-day deadline for filing the petition for leave to appeal.
5. After the defendant files its petition, the State has 14 days to file a response.

6. Continuing with this matter at the trial court level while the Court of Appeals considers Ms. NAMEOFJUVENILE’s petition may interfere with the appeal.

7. Acceptance of Ms. NAMEOFJUVENILE’s petition by the Court of Appeals may result in a reversal of the Order entered by the juvenile court, requiring a new hearing on the waiver matter.

8. The defendant will suffer irreparable injury if the requested stay is denied.

9. Since this is an interlocutory appeal, the length of delay created by any stay will not be onerous.

10. Neither the State of Wisconsin nor the public interested will be harmed if the requested stay is granted.
